• Rotate stock each nine 
months

Final wallboard finish should comply 
with the Five Levels of Gypsum 
Board Finish approved by the 
Gypsum Association, The Painting 
and Decorating Contractors of 
America, the Drywall Finishing 
Council, and The Association of Wall 
and Ceiling Industries.

May contain mica, talc, starch,  plaster, 
limestone, perlite, clay and latex.  
Wet sanding is advisable to avoid 
creating dust.
